organizations. 

Messaging via the digital sign may be requested by those groups paying to use the Meeting 

Rooms of the Community Center with the approval of the Board of Trustees of the Louis Bay 2nd 

Library and Community Center. 

Messaging via the digital sign cannot be used for the promotion of private businesses or 

services, the sale of goods and services, or political promotions.
